The Electoral College: the way it works in the US
What is the Electoral College?
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The Electoral College is a process, not a place. The Founding Fathers established it in the
Constitution, in part, as a compromise between the election of the President by a vote in Congress
and election of the President by a popular vote of qualified citizens.

What is the process?

The Electoral College process consists of the selection of the electors, the meeting of the
electors where they vote for President and Vice President, and the counting of the electoral votes by
Congress.

How many electors are there? How are they distributed among the States?

The Electoral College consists of 538 electors. A majority of 270 electoral votes is required to
elect the President. If you are an American citizen, you know that your State has the same number of
electors as it does Members in its Congressional delegation: one for each Member in the House of
Representatives plus two Senators.

The District of Columbia is allocated 3 electors and treated like a State for purposes of the
Electoral College under the 23rd Amendment of the Constitution. For this reason, in the following
discussion, the word “State” also refers to the District of Columbia and “Governor” to the Mayor of
the District of Columbia.

If I am an American citizen, how are my electors chosen? What are their qualifications?
How do they decide who to vote for?

Each candidate running for President in your State has his or her own group of electors (known
as a slate). The slates are generally chosen by the candidate’s political party in your State, but State
laws vary on how the electors are selected and what their responsibilities are.

What happens in the general election? Why should an American citizen vote?

The general election is held every four years on the Tuesday after the first Monday in
November. When one votes for a Presidential candidate one is actually voting for their candidate’s
preferred electors.

Most States have a “winner-take-all” system that awards all electors to the Presidential
candidate who wins the State's popular vote. However, Maine and Nebraska each have a variation of
“proportional representation.”

What happens after the general election?

After the general election, if you are an American citizen, your Governor prepares a Certificate
of Ascertainment listing the names of all the individuals on the slates for each candidate. The
Certificate of Ascertainment also lists the number of votes each individual received and shows which
ndividuals were appointed as your State's electors. Your State’s Certificate of Ascertainment is sent
to NARA (the National Archives and Records Administration) as part of the official records of the
Presidential election.

The meeting of the electors takes place on the first Monday after the second Wednesday in
December after the general election. The electors meet in their respective States, where they cast their
votes for President and Vice President on separate ballots. Your State’s electors’ votes are recorded
on a Certificate of Vote, which is prepared at the meeting by the electors. Your State’s Certificate of
Vote is sent to Congress, where the votes are counted, and NARA.

Each State’s electoral votes are counted in a joint session of Congress on the 6th of January in
the year following the meeting of the electors. Members of the House and Senate meet in the House
Chamber to conduct the official count of electoral votes. The Vice President, as President of the
Senate, presides over the count and announces the results of the vote. The President of the Senate
then declares which persons, if any, have been elected President and Vice President of the United
States.
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The President-elect takes the oath of office and is sworn in as President of the United States on
January 20th in the year following the general election.

NARA

The Office of the Federal Register (OFR) is a part of the National Archives and Records
Administration (NARA) and, on behalf of the Archivist of the United States, coordinates certain
functions of the Electoral College between the States and Congress. It hasno role in appointing
electors and has no contact with them.

What is a caucus?

Most US states hold primary elections, which are run by the state, and resemble general
elections, in which voters go to a polling place, mail in their ballots or otherwise vote remotely. But a
handful of states hold caucuses, hours-long voting meetings run by the party. Republican caucuses
are simpler, and Democratic caucuses are more complicated.

‘I will repay your trust,” Johnson tells ex-Labour voters on trip to north

LONDON (Reuters) - Prime Minister Boris Johnson visited former strongholds of his Labour
opponents in northern England on Saturday and pledged to repay their trust for helping to deliver a
stunning victory for his Conservative Party in Britain's national election.

Johnson led the Conservatives on Thursday to their biggest election win since Margaret
Thatcher's landslide victory of 1987, trouncing his socialist Labour Party foe Jeremy Corbyn by
capturing 365 parliamentary seats and securing an overall majority of 80. Labour won 203 seats.
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The election saw the crumbling of Labour's "Red Wall" of formerly safe seats in working-class
areas across northern and central England where most people voted in a 2016 referendum to leave the
European Union.

Johnson, the face of the "Leave™ campaign in that referendum, fought the election on the slogan
"Get Brexit done".

"I know that people may have been breaking the voting habits of generations to vote for us,”
Johnson told supporters in Sedgefield, a symbolically important seat as it was once held by former
prime minister Tony Blair, Labour's most successful leader.

"I want the people of the northeast to know that we in the Conservative Party, and I, will repay
your trust."

Brexit was widely seen as the decisive factor in the election, with Johnson's promise to take
Britain out of the EU by Jan. 31, 2020, winning over many former Labour voters.

"What an incredible thing you have done, you have changed the political landscape, you’ve
changed the Conservative Party for the better and you've changed the future of our country for the
better,” said Johnson.

"First of all, what are we going to do to repay that trust? We are going to get Brexit done."

Johnson, who called the snap election to break years of deadlock in parliament over Brexit, has
also promised to spend more money on health, education and the police.

Addressing newly elected Conservative lawmakers, Johnson evoked Blair's own words on
taking office.

"When we get down to Westminster and we begin our work, remember we are not the masters,
we are the servants now...and our job is to serve the people of this country and to deliver on our
priorities. And our priorities and their priorities are the same,” he said.
