to teach methodological techniques for developing creative solutions.

Students should know: the main Cultural & Heritage Tourist Centers; modern problems of the

tourism industry; the main types of objects of natural and cultural heritage, types and forms of

activities for their preservation and use, both in theory and in practice.

They should be able to build productive interaction when working on a goal; to build a strategy

for the creation and promotion of tourist products.

Students should have skills of the ability to choose methods and means of solving optimization

problems within the tourism industry; skills in collecting and processing information related to the

Cultural & Heritage Tourist Centers.
