- Soviet secular project and ethno-national paradoxes of the Soviet legacy;
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- The main parameters and features of post-Soviet de-secularization;

- Russian nationalism, "Russian World" and the Russian Orthodox Church;
- Islam in Russia: historical roots and modern processes;

- Islam in former Soviet Central Asia and Azerbaijan;

- Christianity and nationalism in Georgia and Armenia,;

- Confessionalism, regionalism and ethnicity in Ukraine.

7. Western and non-western examples of religious nationalism
List of seminar problems:

How applicable is the classical European model to the analysis of religions in countries of Asia
and other non-Western societies? Religion as identity and religion as “legacy” — are these the
two ideal types? Is there a trend towards a return to public religion in Israel, Turkey, India and
the United States?

Key questions for the seminar:

-Christian denominations and national identities in the history of the largest Western European
countries? What do the discussions around the "Christian roots" of Europe reveal?

- The European Union and national identities before and after Brexit;

- Religious pluralism, religious neutrality, religion within the "cultural heritage” of the European
countries;

- To what extent and in what sense is it appropriate to talk about "Protestant roots” American
nation in the context of the melting pot ideal?

- The spectrum of national identities in Israel - from secular Zionists to radical orthodox;

- Hinduism in the political and cultural dynamics of modern India.

8. Students’ presentation (3)

Students' presentations of the portfolio of the chosen topic (case). Introducing the third,

analytical layer of the topic - academic texts dedicated to the case, including monographs,

collections, articles in scientific journals, round tables, online analytical and expert publications. An
overview of academic research and how it relates to material from previous portfolio steps.

9. Discussing the themes of the Lecture 5.
The topics of the seminar:

The problem of sources and methods of studying the role of religion in social and national
conflicts. Religion and memory of mass destruction and dehumanization in wars and
genocides of the XX century. Religion as a source of conflict and / or a source of reconciliation.

Key points for discussion:

- Religion and violence: normative and empirical evidence;

- Interethnic and interethnic conflicts with a religious component: what correlation of different
reasons?

- Religious and ethnic stereotypes and the memory of ethnic enmity as conflict factor;

- The origins and extent of the genocides of the twentieth century and their religious
Interpretation;
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- Institutions, mechanisms and practices for preventing and overcoming conflicts (including
the role of religious actors).

previous seminars. The student's own interpretation of each topic and the formation of a complete
multilayer picture of each case.
