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From the editor

The peculiarity of this issue is that it presents a wide variety of empirical
studies, in contrast to previous ones, in which theoretical works often
dominated. The increasing variety of topics and areas of psychological
and psychophysiological work are also new and very enjoyable fact. This
fact shows that the journal is conquering new disciplinary and interdis-
ciplinary fields of psychological science.

Another important variance of this issue was the inclusion of an essay as
a special type of thematic message. This essay is especially important for
the journal because it raises the theme of the existential essence of man
and the connection between the existential and aesthetic paradigms.

Of course, the relationships between the people and society, man and
culture, was and remains one of the key theme for the publication. The
problem of socialization in the modern multidimensional and multicul-
tural society became the leading one for the thematic repot of E.M.
Dubovsky, who showed the complexity and ambiguity of approaches to
the study of the question of modern socialization, proving the need to
continue these works.

The article written M.S. Guseltseva is devoted to the methodological
problems of modern psychology. The author analyzes the problem of a
transdisciplinary approach to the study of mental development in a mod-
ern technological society.

The importance of taking into account the specifics of intercultural
communication as well as of peculiarity of linguistic and sociocultural
attitudes in real contacts and in empirical research is clearly demonstrat-
ed in the article of T.D. Marsinkovskaya. Especially interesting is that
this publication shows one of the aspects of a large study of unconscious
reactions, which was conducted by a large international team of scien-
tists - German, Russian, French and Spanish.

The significance of the study of difficulties that arise in the process of
communication not only between people of different cultures, but also of
different generations is revealed in an article written by T.P.
Emelyanova and D.A. Schmidt, who analyze the change in social repre-
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sentations and emotions in the marital relations of people belonging to
two generations.

A new perspective in the study of living and non-living organisms is pre-
sented in the work of T.N. Grechenko, who showed differences in their
oscillation patterns, emphasizing that under certain conditions, from non-
living creatures live arise. The connection between violations of the body
image and sex and role identity is presented in the article by S. N.
Enikolopov and T. K. Piskareva. And the connection between the pro-
cesses of socialization and identification with the characters of movies
dedicated to superheroes is shown in a study conducted by V.R.
Orestovoi, D.P. Tkachenko and V.A. Karpuk.

One of the central topics of scientific researches conducted at the Insti-
tute of Psychology of the Russian State Humanitarian University in re-
cent years has become the topic of information space. New materials re-
lated to the influence of personal characteristics on the social status of
users of the Instagram network are given in an article by E.P. Belinskaya
and P.Yu. Prilutskoy. And the emotional experiences of young people
associated with positive and negative situations occurring in real and
virtual spaces were studied by T.D. Martsinkovskaya, S.V.
Preobrazhenskaya and V.A. Karpuk.
